The young pilot had seemed distracted when they’d prepped for the flight, but it hadn’t shown up in her flying or her link into the network. He wasn’t going to go interfering with his people’s lives unless invited.
 
   The CSP was well ahead of Avalon herself, closing with the planet at two and a half times the old carrier’s acceleration. Their course carefully shaped away from most of the industry and in-system shipping, so it took longer than it should have for Kyle to notice the ships heading their way.
 
   “Landon,” he said quietly over the starfighter’s internal net. “Vector twenty-six by forty. What do you make of it?”
 
   A moment of silence passed, but the net told him that the gunner was focusing the passive scanners on that region of space.
 
   “Three ships,” the junior officer reported. “Warbook calls them Stardust-class heavy gunships. One hundred sixty meters long, four hundred thousand tons mass, main armament is twelve one-hundred-kiloton lances with a narrow forward firing arc. Rated for two-fifty gravities acceleration.”
 
   “Guardships,” Kyle observed quietly, watching the three sublight warships blasting towards Avalon. “I wouldn’t want to get in front of them, but I’d be more scared if the things were actually rated for Tier Three acceleration.”
 
   The various factors tied into fuel efficiency of a ship using an antimatter thruster combined with mass manipulators were a complex multi-factorial calculation with a number of ‘plateaus’ – or tiers. Each tier was significantly less fuel efficient than the tier below it. A Tier One ship used almost no fuel, but even with modern technology could accelerate at perhaps sixty gravities.
 
   Only missiles could afford the fuel to mass expenditure of Tier Four acceleration, but starfighters and their five hundred gravity accelerations were rated for Tier Three – and were approximately one percent as efficient as a capital ship running at Tier Two.

   “Please, be seated,” the oldest-looking of the three women, a slim officer with iron-gray hair, asked. “I am Admiral Emily Maybourne, the Chief Defense Officer of the Thorn Defense Force. My companions are Admirals Josephine Heart, Angelina Wong, Harold O’Brien and Chris Riker. Admiral Janeway is busy being a security blanket in the asteroid belt, and Admiral Nguyen is aboard Floss Silk with Alliance Task Force Thirty-Four.”
 
   “You honor us, Admiral,” Captain Blair told the TDF’s senior officer as Kyle and Kleiner sat. “I did not expect to be greeted by the entire TDF admiralty.”
 
   “The last time Avalon was here, we were negotiating our entry into the Alliance, Captain,” Maybourne told them, taking her own seat. “She helped stand off a Commonwealth Battle Group that hadn’t received the memo that we weren’t interested in annexation. Your ship is remembered fondly here.”
 
   “She’s an old ship, but still a good one,” Blair allowed. “I don’t expect we’ll make as much of an impression this visit, but we’re still intending to do some good.”
 
   “You’ve been briefed on the situation out here, I assume?” Maybourne asked.
 
   “Of course,” Blair replied. “But there’s a vast gap between the viewpoint of a thirty year old analyst, however gifted or well-intentioned, who’s never seen war and is sixty light years from the danger; and the viewpoint of the people at the scene.”
 
   The old Admiral nodded thoughtfully, then gestured to Admiral Heart. “Admiral Heart is our head of Defensive Intelligence. She can brief you.”
 
   Heart was a petite woman with golden-blond hair and a soft face. Something about her eyes, though, suggested to Kyle that taking this woman as mere decoration could easily be a fatal mistake.
 
   “Thorn is one of the key interface points between the Alliance and the Commonwealth from an economic standpoint,” she said softly. “While our annexation was prevented by an Alliance task force, there was no blood actually shed. We remain on good terms with the Commonwealth, so much of the trade into our region of space comes through here.”
 
   “This results in us seeing between eight and fourteen star freighters a month,” Heart continued, and Kyle pursed his lips in a silent whistle. Castle saw almost twice that, but even the average Federation system would normally only see half a dozen of the massive Alcubierre drive civilian starships in any given month.

   “Santana is the reason we didn’t just assume we were having issues tracking people down,” the tiny Admiral told the Federation officers. “She was an Imperial-flagged ship carrying, among other things, fifteen hundred zero point cells destined for here.”
 
   Fifteen hundred zero point cells was the entire annual production of a factory. A large factory. From one basic cell, a manufacturer could build a power plant, an engine… or a military grade positron lance.
 
   “We believe someone knew what she was carrying and where,” Heart continued. “She arrived on schedule – and a second arrival, appeared an hour later. The second ship was scheduled and flying the proper codes for her origin.

   Kleiner made an apologetic gesture. “You misunderstand me, Admiral – I do not doubt what has occurred. I just wonder if there is another actor behind those we see – a Terran actor.”
 
   The room was silent for a moment as everyone considered her words. Kyle had been thinking the same thing – Commander Richards had outright stated that fear. He could see that, despite what they might say, the Admirals of the Thorn Defense Force had the same worry.
 
   “What would they gain?” O’Brien finally asked. “Even the value of all of these ships is just a blip to the Commonwealth.”
 
   “Six depressed systems,” Kleiner pointed out. “Systems in economic depressions don’t build new ships. Don’t upgrade their weapons. Aren’t prepared to defend themselves. These pirates, regardless of whether the Commonwealth backs them, are making us vulnerable.”
 
   “My President has made it very clear,” Maybourne said slowly, “that my government does not believe the Commonwealth is behind this. I fear,” she continued, her voice quiet, “that this is because the Alliance is not ready for a renewed war.”
 
   “Regardless of their backers, we must deal with these pirates,” Blair said firmly. “We can’t prove it’s the Commonwealth – and no one is going to start a war over suspicions.”
 
   “I’d appreciate it if you can forward all of your available intelligence to Avalon,” he continued. “We’re here for another day, and then we’re heading to the Hessian system. If we can identify potential targets or bases, I may detour from our schedule.”

Even with the head start the pirates had, they should bring the starfighters into range in a little over four and half hours – and still a million kilometers short of the cluster.
 
   “If that was their plan, then luck was not on their side today,” he said grimly. “And I intend to make damn sure of it.”
 
   “With you all the way, CAG. Let’s finish them.”

   “The Commonwealth believes the historical inevitability of their cause justifies much,” the Captain murmured. “We will place ourselves at your disposal upon our arrival, First Admiral, but can you brief us on the status of your defenses?”
 
   “With pleasure, Captain,” Wu responded. He made no gesture or other visible command, but the screen suddenly split in two. On the left was the pale-skinned Admiral, and the right was an image of the Tranquility system itself.

   He waited patiently for the reply.  The Association’s currency was still in widespread use across the galaxy.  Some of the younger races had their own currencies as well, but the Association credit was interchangeable throughout the entire known galaxy.  Some economists had predicted that that would change rapidly once the Association collapsed completely, perhaps reducing interstellar economics to barter unless a successor power with the same clout as the Association arose rapidly.  William hadn't bothered to try to follow their arguments.  It was enough that Earth’s small stockpile of credits was still good.
 
   “They’re telling us to dock at the fuel dump and start the transfer,” the pilot said, after a moment.  “Should I take us in?”
 
   “The alternative is hanging around here,” William pointed out, dryly.  “Take us in.”

   The Hegemony battle squadron was orbiting the planet, sensors and weapons stepped down to prevent wear and tear.  Each of the five superdreadnoughts possessed enough firepower to blast a planet into atoms, or dominate the skies so thoroughly that resistance would be impossible.  They were hulking brutes, their hulls designed so that all who saw them would know just what they’d been designed to do.  There was little of the elegance the Association had built into its explorer or cruise starships, none of the fancifulness that they worked into pleasure craft that didn't have to obey Newton’s laws.  The ships were intimidating, even from a distance.  All of Earth had seen footage of similar ships in action, in the brushfire wars that had started to appear along the edge of Association space.  Everyone knew that they were the most powerful and capable warships in existence.  Nothing could stand up to them.

   Phase cannon were relatively simple weapons, designed by the Association and copied by all of the Galactics.  They fired a phased beam of immensely destructive energy towards their targets, burning through iron or steel as if they were made of paper.  Humanity had improved the weapons considerably, both enhancing their power and adding a second refinement.  The simulations claimed that the second refinement would be a total surprise to the Galactics, but there was no way to know until now.  Tobias leaned forward as the fleet opened fire, bright red beams of light lancing towards their targets.

   Humanity had modified the standard torpedo casings with better drives and devised a way to compress more antimatter into a warhead.  The Hegemony was about to find out that humanity’s torpedoes were far more destructive than anything the Association had ever built – and faster too, harder to intercept.  But the Federation Navy hadn't had it all its own way.  The cruisers couldn't carry more than a hundred torpedoes apiece – and when they expended their entire load, there would be no more until they could rearm.  Each of the superdreadnoughts carried more torpedoes than Tobias’s entire squadron.
 
   “Hegemony attempting to target the torpedoes,” Commander Jackson said.  “Their point defence is having problems locking onto the weapons.”
 
   Tobias smiled as the first torpedoes struck home.  Unlike the phase cannon, torpedoes couldn't slip through defence shields as if they weren't there, but they were so powerful that it hardly mattered.  Even fratricide wasn't a problem when each detonation only added more force to the explosion.  The blasts were so powerful that they blinded some of the recon drones the squadron had launched the moment it emerged from quantum space.  For the Hegemony crews, it had to seem like the gates of Hell had opened up in front of them.  
 
   A superdreadnought fell out of line and staggered away, bleeding plasma from a dozen open wounds.  The crews were already trying to escape – the sensors were picking up hundreds of lifepods blasting free of the doomed ship – even though the Hegemony expected their crews to fight to the death.  It was a mystery why they’d even bothered to install lifepods in the first place.  Another superdreadnought, heavily damaged, was somehow still firing at the oncoming human ships.  The remaining three were less damaged, their shields having held against most of the blast.  They seemed stunned, even as the human cruisers fell on them like wolves on a flock of sheep.
